Adoption of the Minutes from the Last Meeting


Mrs. Eaton and Mr. Schofield moved to accept the minutes from 20th September.
3. Treasurer’s Report – Mr. Schofield circulated the balance sheet and reported that the £2k parental donation had been received (the donor is to contacted by Mr. Lloyd to confirm if they are happy to be formally thanked in the school newsletter).  The trim trail payment has been withheld until Mrs. Mountney has resolved some outstanding issues, and the price for the stage is yet to be confirmed.  The balance will be in the region of £1k to £1.5k when all outstanding payments have been made and the school contribution has been received.

4. Playground Development – The items still to be purchased - mushrooms, the Viking ‘Green Man’, covers for picnic tables and 3 established trees – are being considered by Mrs. Mountney.  Planning for the fence will not be received before half term (the planned installation time) and Mrs. Eaton confirmed that the job could be completed over a weekend once confirmation from the planners has been received.  An official opening is to be considered once the additional items are in place.  Mr. Lloyd sent a press release out.

5. Hog Roast – The day saw 300 attendees (50 up on prior year) and a profit of over £400.  Tea/coffee was requested by a handful of guests and a few complained about the service of the food later on in the day.  Next time a PTA member is to man the hog, collecting the tickets and ensuring no one takes seconds until everyone has eaten.  Overall it was a very successful day.  

6. Birthday Calendar – Mrs. Harvey circulated a draft copy of the calendar, and aims to sign it off this week.  The 77 requests increased to 168 following Mrs. Harvey’s hard work at the Hog Roast, and an order for 170 is to be placed.  They are expected to be ready for mid-November and payment is to be requested from those yet to pay.
