Adoption of the Minutes from the Last Meeting

Mrs. Eaton moved to accept the minutes from the October meeting and this was seconded by Mrs. Harris and Mr. Gwynn.
3. Treasurer’s Report – Mr. Schofield circulated the figures.  A total of £2,970 remains following payment of the Christmas Fair and Playground expenses, although there are a number of outstanding expenses from the Fair.
4. Playground Development – Mr. Gwynn confirmed that (after 8 months) planning permission had been granted for the fence and M&L Fencing are to be contacted to complete the work.  Mr. Gwynn is to ask Mr. Lloyd about the additions he would like for the playground.  

5. Birthday Calendar – The committee wholeheartedly thanked Mrs. Harvey for all the hard work she had put into the calendars, which looked impressive and all 180 had been sold.  If the project was to be run again then Mrs. Harvey would prefer to request payment upfront.

Christmas Fair - Friday 3rd December
Mr. Gwynn commented that the Fair had been a great success and thanked everyone for their contribution.  The teachers made a significant contribution to the evening as well as a number of parents who helped out.  Ms. Jackson is to write a letter of thanks to West Kirby Grammar regarding the excellent contribution from 10 girls on the night.  Also, a letter of thanks to the Santa’s will also be sent, alongside all raffle prize contributors.  The competition for selling the most raffle tickets was won by Main Nursery and each child will receive sweets from the PTA for their Christmas Parties next week (Mrs. Eaton to confirm this is appropriate).  It was suggested by Mr. Schofield that the Raffle tickets for the Christmas Fair next year are sold from the Hog Roast onwards.  Mrs. Weller felt it was necessary to order 300 raffle tickets for the initial order to reduce the number unsold.  The position of the entry table may be reconsidered next year, as it caused a bottle neck.  The cake table had a number of cakes left over and ways to encourage their sales are to be discussed.

Christmas Disco - Thursday 9th December, 6-8pm
The school disco is to be run by Mrs. Harvey, Mrs. Eaton, Mrs. Harris and Mr. Gwynn.  Ms. Jackson confirmed that there were adequate gifts, drinks and sweets in the cellar, and Mrs. Weller kindly confirmed that she would purchase the biscuits.

May Ball - Saturday 21st May 

The committee discussed in length the choices of venues (Caldy Golf Club and Hillbark).  It was agreed unanimously that Hillbark should be the venue, but before any deposit was paid Mr. Gwynn was to confirm if the marquee has planning.  Mr. Schofield reminded the committee that the PTA does not currently have a major fundraising project and felt the ball would be an ideal opportunity to express the PTAs thanks to the parents who had contributed to the playground development over the previous year.  With a ticket price of £45, no profit would be made and the income from the raffle/auction would most likely cover the band costs. 
11. Parent’s Questionnaire – Mrs. Eaton and Mrs. Weller visited the school to sample a lunch in light of the complaints received from parents.  Also, the school uniform is now provided by Cain of Heswall, rather than Radcliffe’s.  An annual uniform sale in the New Year was discussed as a way to sell the large number of joggers, sweatshirts etc. in storage at school.  Parents could also bring in second hand items.  Date to be confirmed at the next meeting.
12. Fundraising Ideas – 

Bag2School is set for Wednesday 8th December with the bags to be sent out this week. A further collection is confirmed in 6 months time.

Cake Sales competition commenced on Friday 5th November and the second sale takes place this Friday with Miss Roper’s class.
