Adoption of the Minutes from the Last Meeting

Mrs. Weller proposed that the minutes from the previous meeting be accepted as a true record and this was seconded by Mrs. Eaton.
3. Treasurer’s Report – Mr. Schofield circulated the figures highlighting a total of £6,538 in the accounts.  Outstanding payments include a £500 deposit for the May Ball venue, the playground fencing (<£3k) and £400 to complete the playground.  
Projects for consideration this year were suggested and computer equipment, additional playground matting and new reading books were all discussed.  The school are currently investing in a £6k upgrade to the computer room/server, replacing 5/6 computers and it would tie in well for the PTA to raise additional funds to ensure all machines are updated and additional requirements are fulfilled.  Quotes for the playground matting are to be collected.  Mr. Lloyd noted that the governing bodies are soon to undertake an audit of resources, which will include reading books.  Results will be fed back to the PTA.
4. Review of the Christmas Fair – Mrs. Eaton confirmed that event went well.  It was suggested that raffle prizes are numbered at this years event (with the first ticket drawn receiving the 1st prize etc.) so that gifts wouldn’t need to be randomly selected for absent winners.  Additionally, the PA system used for sports day could be utilised on the night.
5. Review of Christmas Disco – The disco was less well attended than previous events due to high levels of sickness, but those who did make it enjoyed the evening and were kept entertained by the DJ.  Consideration into moving the Christmas disco to the New Year is to be made with Mr. Lloyd discussing the issue with the School Council in early February.
6. Playground Development – Mr. Gwynn confirmed that M&L Fencing will complete the fence before half term.  To complete the Playground Alison Mountney requested 7 mushrooms and larger counters for the game tables and the Committee agreed that these should be purchased.

Mr. Schofield agreed to draft a letter encouraging parents to attend the AGM, which would also reiterate the correct date and time of the meeting as it is incorrect in the school calendar.

Mr. Schofield is to prepare a poster and to put together a ‘Save the Date’ letter to be sent out before half term.  Ticket price was agreed at £50.  The May Ball Sub-Committee - Mrs. Eaton, Mrs. Weller, Mrs. Harris, Mrs. Edwards, Mr. Schofield, Mr. McGoldrick & Ms. Jackson – are to meet at Mrs. Eaton’s on Monday 7th February at 8pm.

Fundraising Ideas – 

Bag2School raised £88 following the collection on 8th December.  The Committee felt that a collection in the New Year may have been more successful.  The second collection is expected to be in June.  

It was felt that the school/PTA should be more proactive in donations and charity related issues.  For example, promote prior to the Christmas Fair that all unsold items will be donated to a charity.  Mrs. Brown is to look into charities for the school to support that provide the pupils with a community/ethical/global insight.
Cake Sales competition continues with Reception baking for the 4th February.

Uniform Sale – Parents are to be asked to bring good quality uniform into school on a date TBC after the May half term.  Any unsold items could be put in the Bag2School collection.
